sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

17 INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of
Euro 400.000 per event or the equivalent.

18 HOUSING AND CAMPERS/CARAVANS

Regulations in Romania prohibit sleeping in campers and caravans parked along public roads or in
public car parks.

On the designated area of the “Tomis harbour” competitors may sleep in caravans or campers,
provided a fee of € 5,00 per person per night (tourists tax) will be paid to the City of Constanta. The
fee is payable at the regatta office upon registration.

19 REGATTA OFFICE

The regatta office inside the “Tomis harbour” will be open for registration from 29t of July 9.00.

20 ACCOMODATION

There is a special offer of “IBIS HOTEL CONSTANTA” for the World Championship participants.

Situated at the crossroads of several commercial routes, Constanta lies on the western coast of the
Black Sea, 185 miles from the Bosphorus Strait. An ancient metropolis and Romania’s largest sea port,
Constanta traces its history some 2,500 years. Originally called Tomis, legend has it that Jason landed
here with the Argonauts after finding the Golden Fleece.

Founded by Greek colonists from Miletos in the 6t century BC, Tomis was conquered by the Romans
in 71 BC and renamed Constantiana by Roman Emperor Constantine the Great in honor of his sister.
The name was shortened to Constanta during the Ottoman era. During the 13t century, Italy,
especially Genoese merchants, dominated the Black Sea and Constanta flourished, only to decline two
centuries later under Turkish rule.

Fine mansions and hotels were built in the 19t century when King Carol | decided to revive Constanta
as a port and seaside resort.

The third largest city in Romania, Constanta is now an important cultural and economic centre, worth
exploring for its archaeological treasures and the atmosphere of the old town centre. lIts historical
monuments, ancient ruins, grand Casino, museums and shops, and proximity to beach resorts make it
the focal point of Black Sea coast tourism.
